Cesar Chavez Academy District- ELL Plan 2014-2015
Identification of Students
· Each student is given a home language survey upon entering the district.
· If  indicated that the student speaks a language other than English at home, 

he or she is will be assessed on the W-APT (WIDA-ACCESS Placement Test) Screener.
· The W-APT is administered within the first ten days of the student entering our district. The W-APT will be used in combination with other diagnostic tools, and local assessments to determine each student’s language acquisition level. Teachers and other professionals recommendations may also be utilized. 
· If a student scores at the Entering or Beginning level on the WAPT, he or she is identified as an ELL and will be automatically eligible to receive Limited English Proficiency services. 
· If a student scores at the Developing, Expanding or Bridging level on the W-APT, he or she is identified as LEP (Limited English Proficient) and will be offered support depending on the outcomes of additional assessments. These assessments include other diagnostic tools, and local assessments.
· If the student scores the Reaching level on the W- APT, they are considered proficient and have demonstrated mastery of the English language and will not receive English as a Second Language (ESL) services, but will be required to take the WIDA assessment in the spring, at both CCAE and CCAUE.
Eligibility for Continuation of Services

· The WIDA Assessment is administered in the spring to all of our ELL/LEP students, outcomes are used to determine students continued participation in the ELL program.
· Students attending the lower and upper elementary who score AT THE Reaching level on the WIDA for two consecutive years will be considered Formerly Limited English Proficient (FLEP) and will no longer receive ELL services. However, student progress will be monitored in all four language areas through local and state assessments.

· CCAMS and CCAHS will continue administering WIDA Assessment to all eligible LEP students until they exit the program based on the district exit criteria. 

These criteria include the following: 1) demonstrated proficiency (score of proficient or advance proficient) on the WIDA two consecutive years. However, student progress will be monitored in all four language areas through local and state assessments.
· Once the student has been exited, they are considered Formerly Limited English Proficient (FLEP) and are no longer tested on the WIDA. They are subsequently monitored two years to ensure that they have maintained progress and are achieving state content standards. Progress will be monitored by the methods detailed below, under “Progress Monitoring”.
Program overview
Once a student is identified as ELL they will receive services to help him/her be successful. There is a range of services the student can receive. They include, but are not limited to the following:

· Additional support in the classroom using the Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol (SIOP) Model
· Assistance of support staff
· Accommodations and/or modifications of content for Entering or Beginning students 

· Modified assignments and assessments
· One-on-one or small group instruction offered to students who scored Entering, Beginning, Developing, and Expanding. Instruction is based on individual students needs
· ELL after school clubs and tutoring assistance
CCALE
· Students identified as ELL/LEP participate in an ELL extended day program Monday-Friday from 3:30-4:30
· Students identified as ELL are placed in Tier II and/or Tier III interventions with a bilingual interventionist for support on targeted skills
CCAUE
· Students identified as ELL/LEP are placed in Tier II and Tier III interventions with a bilingual interventionist and afterschool ESL clubs

CCAMS and CCAHS
· English as a Second Language (ESL) classes at middle school and high school
· One-on-one pull out at the middle school is being offered to students after individual WIDA and other data was analyzed
· Students identified as ELL/LEP participate in an ELL after school program for support on targeted skills Monday through Thursday from 3:00-4:00 
· One-on-one and small group pullout intervention is offered at high school to students after individual WIDA and other data was analyzed 
Program effectiveness will be addressed at School Improvement Team (S.I.T.) meetings.

Progress monitoring
Student progress is monitored in different ways:
· Bi-weekly progress reports

· K-2 continuously monitored through weekly DIBELS assessments and Bi-monthly phonemic awareness and phonics screeners

· Report cards

· Running records from content area teachers and ESL staff

· Standardized test scores

· Feedback and observation from teachers 
· Formative assessments
· Weekly RTI meeting to discuss progress

· Spring WIDA
Professional Development  
Staff is provided with professional development to help support the ELL Plan:
· SIOP trainings and teacher support
· Differentiated Instruction

· Other professional development opportunities geared toward teaching ELL students
· Staff is provided with professional mentoring/coaching to support ELL plan in classrooms and walkthroughs  performed by ELL coach to help monitor performance of the SIOP model 

Goals of the Program
· To move 10% of the students annually to Formerly Limited English Proficient (FLEP). 

· To educate ELL students to the same rigorous standards as all students in the school district. 

· To teach the English language, including listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. 

· To provide students with an opportunity to progress academically with their peer group by using tutor assistance in their first language. 

· To foster positive attitudes toward school and positive self-concepts. 

· To assist students in understanding and functioning within American society. 

· To promote pride in the students' cultural and linguistic backgrounds. 

· To involve families and community leaders in the educational process in order to make education a cooperative effort between home and school.
